Acts 4:32-35 • Ps. 133 • 1 John 1 :1-2:2 • John 20:19-31 

The Heart of the Multitude 
A quick conversion illustr ated : the 

enthroned ego leading a chaotic 
life is repla ce d by an enthroned 
Ch.list who puts one 's daily agenda in 
manag eable if not p erfe ct order . 
Clear , but not tru e. Conversion is not 
mer ely private, nor is Christian trans ­
fom1at ion immediate . Insisting that 
one go from ha bitual sin to sup er 
san ctity in sho rt ord er mak es a sorry 
Christian : irrita ble, unhappy , unwis e. 

Christian fo rma t ion occurs in a 
Cluistian communi ty, as we see so 
clearly in th e Acts of th e Apostles . 
The editors of the New Vulgate have 
titled this pericope from Acts "Mul­
titud inis Car" (the heart of the mul­
titud e) , a time ly consideration as we 
obs erve so cial movemen ts and civil 
unr est unl eas he d beyond the con­
trolling capaci ty of tanks , guns , and 
governm ent cr ackdowns . A crowd 
can become fearless : fearless in right ­
eousness, fearless in folly. In short, it 
cannot be trusted. It mutates by the 
moment with a collective mind puz ­
zling even to willing participants. 

The consensus fid eliurn in the 
Church , however , goes to the heart of 
what is meant by the renewal of our 
minds : not th e mere change of indi ­
viduals, but a transfonnation of how 
members of Cluist's body regard each 
other . "The heart of the multitude of 
those believing was one heart and 
one soul" (Acts 4:32). For this reason , 
"they had all things in common ." 
Though a crowd, the Church willingly 
restrains itself "for the common 
good" as each member seeks the 
good of the other, as each has need . 

The First Epistle of John also high­
lights the Church 's communal life and 
witness. St. John opens his letter by 
gathering up the scattered fragments 
of an old story extending from creatio 
e.,1: nihilo to the moment of epistolary 
composition. He shares what "was 
from the beginning." Thus the reader is 
alerted to the first line of Genesis and 
the first line of the Gospel according to 
Johl1. Cumulatively, the impression is 

that of a long preparation to which 
Christian witnesses feel a deep respon­
sibility. "We declare to you what was 
from the beginning, which we have 
heard , which we have seen with our 
eyes , which we have beheld, and our 
hands have touched, concerning the 
word of life" (1 John 1). 

John's te stimony to "the word of 
life" is first person plural, not singu­
lar , be cause faith in Jesus Christ is 
the common faith of the Church, nei­
ther an individual possession nor a 
se ctarian claim. "Is Christ divided?" 
St . Paul asks th e Corinthians. There 
is One Lord, One Faith, One Baptism, 
One God and Father of us all. The 
Chur ch is "One" because the Spilit of 
the ris en Lord suffuses and knits 
togeth er the whole body. 

The passage from John's Gospel 
shows Thomas moving from doubt to 
faith, pr esented as he is by a 
Wounded Cluist standing in the midst 
of his Living Church . Jesus gives his 
peace and so prepares the disciples 
for the world they fear. Will unity and 
witness be difficult? Yes, of course. 
But will it be beautiful? "It is like fine 
oil on the head that runs down upon 
the beard of Aaron, down the collar 
of his robe" (Ps. 133). St. Ignatius of 
Antio ch could hear the "music" of 
Chmch unity , the priests singing to 
the bishop and the whole church 
singing with one voice tlrrough Cluist 
to the Father . Jesus Christ is praised, 
Ignatius says, by consensus and con­
cordant love. Unity is not a human 
accomplishment . It is a divine gift we 
receive from moment to moment. 

Look It Up 
Read 1 John 1:1. The beginning was a 
pr eparation for your adoption into 
Christ. Now you, with many, touch 
and behold him. 

Think About It 
Imagine a more profuse chrismation: 
oil running down upon the collar of 
your robe.

Deaths 

The Rev. David E. Evans of Vernon, VT, 
died peace fully at his hom e on March 
2, while in the care of his wife, Bar­
bara , and family. He was 95. 

For 24 years, Fr. Evans was rector of 
St. Paul's , Holyoke, MA, where he estab ­
lished the St. Paul's Nursery School, the 
Hamilton Learning Center and a choir for 
boys. He was named rector emeritus. 
Born in Providence, RI, he gra duat ed 
from Brown University and the Episcopal 
Divinity School of Philad elphia , was 
ordained deacon in 1942 and priest in 
1943. Prior to serving at St. Paul's , Fr. 
Evans was recto r of St. John 's, Ashton, RI, 
1942-45; rector of St. George's , Newport, 
RI, 1945-48; and rector of St. Thomas', 
Dover, NH, 1948-57. After retiring in 1981, 
he served St. John 's, Walpole, NH, for 
seven years and later was interim at 
chur ches in Vermont, New Hampshire 
and Massac husetts. He was a fellow of the 
College of Preac hers, was a gifted artist , 
and played tennis, fished and ice skated 
into his 80s. In addition to his wife , he is 
survived by his daughters , Cheryl Czuba 
of Hadd am, CT; Melissa Fountain of 
Chath am, VA; the Rev. Holly Evans of 
Copenhagen, NY; Helen Evans of London , 
England; a son, Andrew, of Brattleboro , 
VT; and three grandchildren. Other sur­
vivors includ e his brother, John , and sis­
ters , Virginia Hawes and Clarinda 
Humphr eys, all of Tiverton , RI. His first 
wife, Ruth, died in 1971. 

The Very Rev. James Richard Leo, who 
welcomed three U.S. presidents to 
the American Cathedral of the Holy 
Trinity, Paris, died Dec. 14 in Cincin­
nati. He was 78. 

Leo was clean of the cathedral in Pari s 
in 1980-91, and then was the first dean of 
Christ Church Cathedral, Cincinnati , 
1991-98. Dean Leo welcomed George 
H. W. Bush, Gerald Ford and Ronald Rea­
gan as visitors to the cathedral. He often 
took Communion to Wallis Simpson , the 
Duchess of Windsor and widow of King 
Edward VIII. "He cared about the person, 
not their title or position," his wife, Patr i­
cia Leo, told The Cincinnat'i Enquirer. 
"People always said Jim nev er met a 
stra nger. He really became best friends 
with everyo ne he met." Leo, a native of 
Somers Point, NJ, was a graduate of 
Bucknell University and General Theo­
logical Seminary. He was ordained dea­
con and priest in 1962. He was assistant 
rector , Christ Church , Pott sto wn , PA, 

1962-64; assistant , St. John's , Larchmont , 
NY, 1964-66; rector, St. John's , Cornw all, 
NY, 1966-69; rector, St. Mary 's-in-Tuxedo, 
Tuxedo Park , NY. The clean was diag­
nosed with cancer in 1998, and docto rs 
thought he had only months to live. 
"That's when his faith really came alive," 
said his son, the Rev. Jason E. Leo of 
Cincinnati, in the Enquir er. "He ju st put 
hims elf in the hands of his doctors ru1d 
nurs es, and had absolut e faith they would 
do the right thing." Other survivors of the 
dean are his son Jonathan Leo of Hrurn­
gate, TN, and six grandc hildr en. 

The Rev. Robert "Bob" Noel Lockard, a 
decorated veteran of the Vietnam 
War, died Feb. 21 while recovering 
from surgery. He was 83. 

A native of St. Petersburg, FL, he was a 
graduate of the Univers ity of the South 
and of its School of Theology. He was 
ordain ed deacon in 1955 and priest in 
1956. He was chaplain of the 5th Marine 
Regiment ru1d received the Bronze Star 
for his service during combat. Before his 
war service he was minister- in-charge at 
both St. Monica's, Cantonm ent, FL, and 
Holy Trinit y, Pensacola, FL, 1955-58; 
associate, Christ Chur ch, Greenvi lle, SC, 
1958-60; vicar, St. Paul's , Memphis , 1960-
64; rector, St. Paul's, Colmbus , MS, 1964-
66; and rector, St. Thadd eus, Aiken, SC, 
1966-68. After serving in Vietnam he was 
rector, Church of the Ascension , Birming­
ham , AL, 1972-2000. He is survived by his 
wife , Mary Smith Lockard.

The School Chaplain is responsible to the Headmaster for the direction of the Chapel, 

which involves daily morning chapel (required) and evening chapel (voluntary), includ ­

ing High Mass twice a week (Wednesday and Sunday). The Chaplain typically preaches 

twice a week , teaches Old and New Testament to the eighth and ninth graders and one 

other class in the history department. The Chaplain is also available for pastoral care 

on campus and shares in the general duties of the faculty (i.e. evening study hall and 

weekend duty) . 

The School Organist plays for the chapel services at which music is provided (six times 

a week), conducts the chapel choir, directs the program in instrumental and voice in­

struction , teaches music theory, and assists with the Christmas play and spring musical. 

The organist is also resident on campus and shares in the general duties of the faculty . 

Successful candidates for both positions will need to be organized and self-motivated, 

friendly and helpful in their relationships with colleagues and parents , and engaging and 

appropriate with teenagers . Both positions require energetic and optimistic personali­

ties, strong social skills, and a resili ent willingness to grow and adapt with the job.
